We stand when the bell rings, to sing the hymn. 
 

Come, Holy Ghost, our souls inspire, 
 

 

 

Celebrant: In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.  

People: Amen. 

The Lord be with you.   

And also with you. 

Alleluia. Christ is risen! 

He is risen indeed. Alleluia! 
 

The celebrant introduces the liturgy and we confess our sins.

The celebrant says the prayer of absolution and we respond: Amen. 

We are sprinkled with holy water as a reminder of our baptism, and join in the refrain: 
 

We shall draw water joyfully, singing joyfully, singing joyfully; 

We shall draw water joyfully from the well springs of salvation. 
 

We sing the Gloria in excelsis: 
 

Choir: Glory to God, glory in the highest, peace to his people, peace on earth.

Lord God, heavenly King, almighty God and Father. 

Glory to God, glory in the highest, peace to his people, peace on earth.

I believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord, 

who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, 

born of the Virgin Mary,  

suffered under Pontius Pilate, 

was crucified, died, and was buried;

he is seated at the right hand of the Father, 

and he will come to judge the living and the dead. 

I believe in the Holy Spirit,  

the holy catholic Church, 

the communion of saints,

We sit or stand for the prayers of intercession, led by Jo Baker, and respond: 

Lord in your mercy, Hear our prayer or: Lord hear us, Lord, graciously hear us. 
 

At the end: Merciful Father, accept these prayers for the sake of your Son,  

our Saviour Jesus Christ. Amen.  
 

We stand for the Peace.  

 

Celebrant: The peace of the Lord be always with you.  

People: And also with you.   
 

A collection is taken for the work of St Nicholas’; contactless donations may also be made 

after the Eucharist at the door. If you would like to make a regular donation, please pick 

up a standing order form from the cupboard by the main door. As the Offerings are 

brought to the altar we stand to sing:

We remain standing for the Eucharistic Prayer.

The celebrant praises God and we sing:

The celebrant recalls the Last Supper. 
 

Let us proclaim the myst’ry of faith. 

Christ has died, Christ is ris’n, Jesus Christ will come again.

The celebrant continues the prayer and we respond:   

Amen, Amen! 
 

People: Our Father, who art in heaven,  

hallowed be thy name;  

thy kingdom come; thy will be done;  

on earth as it is in heaven. 

Give us this day our daily bread.  

And forgive us our trespasses, 

As we forgive those who trespass against us. 

And lead us not into temptation, 

But deliver us from evil. 

For thine is the Kingdom,  

the power and the glory, 

For ever and ever. Amen. 
 

As the bread is broken, we sing:

Celebrant: Behold the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world. Blessed are 

those who are called to his supper. 

People: Lord, I am not worthy to receive you, but only say the word, and I shall be 

healed. 
 

All who are baptised and normally receive Communion are welcome to do so here. If you 

prefer to receive a blessing, please come forward with this service booklet in your hands. If 

you are unable to stand, please let a Churchwarden or sidesperson know, and Communion 

will be brought to you.  
 

The Ministry of Healing – the laying on of hands with prayer and anointing – is offered 

in the Lady Chapel. If you would like to receive this, please go through to the chapel after 

you receive Communion or a blessing.
