We sit or stand for the prayers of intercession, led by Trevor Loveday, and respond:

Lord in your mercy, Hear our prayer or: Lord hear us, Lord, graciously hear us. 
At the end: Merciful Father, accept these prayers for the sake of your Son, our Saviour Jesus 
Christ. Amen. 
 
We stand for the Peace.  

Celebrant: The peace of the Lord be always with you.  

People: And also with you.   
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As the Offerings are brought to the altar we stand to sing:

We stand as the celebrant says the Prayer over the Offerings and respond: Amen. 
 
We remain standing for the Eucharistic Prayer.

If you prefer to receive a 
blessing, please come forward with this service booklet in your hands. If you are unable to stand, please let a 
Churchwarden or sidesperson know, and Communion will be brought to you.
